MIAMI BEACH— Take a trip down under with Scott Timm in “Art Deco Down Under,” a free lecture 
presented by the Miami Design Preservation League on Tuesday, October 16 at 7:00 p.m. Timm 
will showcase some of the most stunning Art Deco structures that New Zealand and Australia have 
to offer.  
 
The free lecture is open to the public and takes place at the Art Deco Welcome Center, 1001

Art Deco arrived in Napier, New Zealand and Melbourne, Australia from the United States in the 
1930s. The most well-known architects include Harry Norris, with his most famous works being 
Burnham Beaches and Mitchell House. Another notable architect is Louis Hay, who built a number 
of buildings in Napier including The National Tobacco Company Building, which is considered his 
masterpiece. Hay was also a member of Napier’s Associated Architects. Also highlighted in the 
lecture is Walter Griffin, an American who found Australia appealing enough to contribute his work. 
Most structures were built post-Depression in between World War I and World War II.  
 
Scott Timm is the Director of Programs and Outreach at Miami Design Preservation League. Timm 
was a professional dancer and choreographer for ten years before handling the business side of 
dance companies such as Dance Alloy and Pittsburgh Ballet Theatre. When moving to Miami, 
Timm began his twelve-year career at Wachovia. In early 2006, Timm joined the Miami Design 
Preservation League, where he handles scheduling of lectures, films, educational activities, and 
other outreach events in the community.  
 
The Art Deco Down Under lecture is part of a series of free lectures, films and exhibits presented 
by the Miami Design Preservation League throughout the year. 
 
The Miami Design Preservation League is a non-profit preservation and arts organization founded 
in 1976.  It is devoted to preserving, protecting and promoting the architectural, cultural, social, 
economic, and environmental integrity of the Miami Beach Architectural Historic District (Art Deco 
District) as well as other areas of the city and South Florida, wherever historic preservation is a 
concern.
