Irene Foote (Ginger Rogers) and Vernon Castle (Fred Astaire) dream that they can make it big by dancing
in Paris. They finally get their big break when a well known agent, Maggie Sutton (Edna May Oliver), finds
them rehearsing and arranges an audition at the popular Café de Paris. They become an instant success in
Europe and sweep away the United States with their signature dances. With their rise to fame, they help
make other dances such as the Tango, the Polka, and the Fox Trot, famous.

The Story of Vernon and Irene Castle is a romance rather than the usual comedy one expects from an
Astaire-Rogers film. The film was produced by George Haight and directed by H.C. Potter, with music by
Robert Russel Bennett.

The “Art Deco Icons” film series examines the most exciting dance pair in movie history: Fred Astaire and
Ginger Rogers. Between 1933 and 1949, they made ten films together that defined escapist entertainment
during the Depression. All films are screened at the Miami Beach Regional Library on the second Saturday
of each month.
